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1. POLICY STATEMENT 

It is the policy of University of Venda to provide an aesthetically attractive environment in the most cost-effective manner in order to enhance the image of the University.

2.
DEFINITIONS

In this document, unless the context indicates otherwise, the following words and phrases have the following meanings:

2.1 “Boat” means any vessel, punt, sailboat or raft which is moved or propelled by oars, poles or sail and used to carry persons;

2.2 “Dam” means any lake, pond, reservoir, fountain or open water surface situated on premises which is the property of the University;
2.3 “Fauna species” any species belonging to the animal world;
2.4 “open spaces” means the gardens, recreational grounds and open spaces on property belonging to the University.
3.
RULES
Without the specific written permission of the Head Grounds and Cleaning, no person shall commit any of the acts and things specified hereinafter, in or on the dam or in any open space or in any garden:

Removing or damaging any fountain, statute, monument, bust, post, chain, railing fence, seat, barrier gate, lamp post, notice board or plate, watch box, building shed, flag, or other article or thing, or defacing or disfiguring the same by pasting or affixing in any way bills, papers, placards or notices, or by cutting, writing, stamping, painting, drawing or making thereon or in any manner whatsoever;

C SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1utting, removing, felling, burning, breaking, climbing up or upon or doing any damage or injury to any tree, shrub, flower, grass or plant material;

R SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1aking, digging, cutting, damaging or removing any gravel, sand, sod, clay, turf, soil, rock, water or other substance;

Burning  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1or lighting any article or fire other than in a fireplace provided for that purpose;

3.5 Walking on any flowerbed or area which could be damaged by such action;


3.6 Committing any encroachment or making or attempting to make any enclosure;


3.7 Erecting or placing of any object, structure, obstruction of any kind whatsoever;


3.8 Depositing or leaving any refuse, rubbish, paper, dead animal or other matter or thing;


3.9 Polluting of any dam, water stream/feature or any soil surface;


3.10 Bringing or allowing any animal to enter or be in any open space or garden, excepting a dog on a leash;


3.11 Bathing or washing any animal, or allowing any animal to be in any pool, water feature or dam;


3.12 Riding, driving, drawing or propelling any cycle or vehicle other than a wheeled chair or perambulator drawn or propelled by hand and used solely for the conveyance of a child or children or an invalid;


3.13 The consumption or use of liquor, illegal drugs whilst in/or on any garden or, open space or dam;


3.14 Using any part of any open space for shaking, beating, brushing or cleaning any mat, carpet, vehicle or other thing, or drying or bleaching linen, clothing or other articles;


3.15 Washing clothes or other things in the dam, fountain or ornamental water, or otherwise polluting any water therein;


3.16 Disturbing any fauna species or its habitat or interfere with any said species in a manner which may be detrimental to such species or its habitat;


3.17 Firing any fire-arm, discharging any firework, catapult or sling, throwing any stone, stick or other missile, using any squirt or other instrument or doing anything which may endanger the life or safety of any person, animal or thing or be deemed a nuisance, obstruction or annoyance to the public;


3.18 Selling or offering or exposing for sale or hire any commodity or article, or affixing or distributing any pamphlet, book, handbill, or other printed or written matter, except by consent of the Head Grounds and Cleaning.


3.19 Playing any musical instrument or sound equipment thereby causing a nuisance to the public;


3.20 Playing or making preparation to play any organized game except on the places and at times indicated and set apart for such games by the Head Grounds and Cleaning;


3.21 Delivering, uttering or reading aloud any public speech, prayer, books or address of any kind, or singing sacred or secular songs, or holding or taking part in any public meeting or assemblage except with the previous consent of the Head Grounds and Cleaning;


3.22 Refusing to leave any open space or garden or dam when requested to do so by any senior official of the Landscape Services Department or remaining therein after the gates are closed or climbing on or over the gates, fences or railings, or entering or leaving otherwise than through one of the authorised means of ingress or egress;


3.23 Refusing to give his or her proper name and address when requested to do so by any senior official of the Landscape Services Department when any of the above violations occur;


3.24 Fishing in any dam or swimming in a dam without the authorization from the Head Grounds and Cleaning.

3.25 No person shall place or use any boat on any dam unless such person is in possession of authorization from the Head Grounds and Cleaning.

Boats 


3.26
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1No intoxicated person shall enter, remain in, or occupy any boat on the lake or any dam, nor shall any person enter, remain in or occupy any boat on a dam without wearing a life jacket.


3.26 No person shall between the hours, from half an hour after sunset until half an hour before sunrise, use any boat on the dam unless such person shall be in possession of a written consent issued by the Head Grounds and Cleaning.


3.27 No person having the care of any boat, or being in charge thereof or being an occupant thereof, shall use the boat negligently or carelessly, or shall by any negligence or misconduct injure or damage any person, bird, animal or thing.


3.28 No person shall launch or moor a boat or allow or cause it to it to be moored at any place on the dam except such places as have been set apart or indicated by the Head Grounds and Cleaning for that purpose.


3.29 No person shall bring, place or use on the dam any object other than a boat which is safe for such purpose and kept in a neat and serviceable condition.


3.30 No sports or games shall take place in or upon the dam without consent of the Deputy Director:  Landscape Services.


3.31 The University may, by notices posted at or near the entrance gates, indicate the hours during which any dam would be closed to the public, and may for any special purpose by means of such notices close any such dam or part thereof to the public for such time as it may from time to time consider necessary or expedient.  No person shall enter, be, or remain in any dam or any part thereof, during such time or hours as the same shall be closed to the public.


3.32 The University may from time to time and in such conditions as it deems fit, grant exclusive use of a dam or any portion thereof for the purpose of any sports, games activity or public meetings to any person or persons during such hours and for such purpose as is deemed fit. Such authority will be exercised by the Head Grounds and Cleaning.

3.33 No person, excluding maintenance staff and staff of Landscape Services, shall enter into any pump room without prior authorization from the Head Grounds and Cleaning.
