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1. POLICY STATEMENT
It is the policy of University of Venda to provide playing fields and facilities in the most cost-effective manner, which meets the sporting requirements of the relevant sport code.
2.
DEFINITIONS

In this document, unless the context indicates otherwise, the following words and phrases have the following meanings:

2.1 “Premises” means the premises which a specific sporting code is using at any given time;
2.2 “Sport Fields” means the playing surface on which a specific sport is practiced/played e.g. a cricket oval, soccer field, tennis court et cetera;
2.3 “Sporting Facilities” means the facilities required by the players to practice their sport e.g clubhouses, dressing rooms et cetera.

RULES

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Without the specific written permission of the Head Grounds and Cleaning and the Director:

Sport Development, no person shall commit any of the acts as specified hereinafter on the premises:

3.1 Remove any sporting equipment, fence, notice board, flag, score board, irrigation equipment from the premises;

3.2 Cut, remove, fell, burn, break, climb up or upon or do any damage or injury to any tree, scrub, flower, grass or plant material switching off both automatic and manual irrigation system:

3.3 Rake, dig up, cut, damage or remove any gravel, sand, sod, clay, turf, soil, rock, water or other substance;

3.4 Burn of light any article or fire other than in a fireplace provided for such purpose;

3.5 Walk on any flowerbed or are which could be damaged thereby;

3.6 Erect or place any object, structure, obstruction of any kind whatsoever;


3.7 Deposit or leave any refuse, rubbish, paper, dead animal or other matter or thing on the premises;

3.8 Pollute any soil surface;

3.9 Bring or allow any animal to enter or be on the premises;

3.10 Drive or propel any cycle or vehicle on the playing surface on the premises;

3.11 Fire any fire-arm, discharge any firework, catapult or sling, throw any stones, sticks or other missiles or do anything which may endanger the life or safety of any person;

3.12 Sell or offer or expose for sale or hire any commodity or article, or affix or distribute any pamphlet, book, handbill, or other printed or written matter, except by consent of the Head Grounds and Cleaning;

3.13  Play any musical instrument or use any sound equipment without the permission of the Head Grounds and Cleaning;

3.14 Play or prepare to play any organized game expect on the places and at times indicated and set apart for such games by the Head Grounds and Cleaning;

3.15 Deliver, or read aloud any public speech, prayer, books or address of any kind, or sing sacred or secular songs, or hold or take part in any public meeting or assemblage except with the previous consent of the Head Grounds and Cleaning;

3.16 Refuse to leave the premises requested to do so by any senior official of the Landscape Services Department or remaining therein after the gates are closed or climbing on or over the gates, fences or railings, or entering or leaving otherwise than though one of the authorised means ingress or egress;

3.17 Refuse to give his or her proper name and address when requested top do so by any senior official of the Landscape Services Department when any of the above violations occur.
