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1.
POLICY STATEMENT
It is the policy of University of Venda to ensure a safe campus environment by implementing approved traffic rules and regulations on all its campuses and facilities.

The grounds of University of Venda are private property.  The staff and students of the University and members of the public use the streets and parking areas on the grounds of the University with the consent of the Management of the University and at their own risk.  Anyone who ignores the traffic rules and regulations will be guilty of an offence and Management may take steps against such person.

2. DEFINITIONS

A number of these definitions were taken directly from the Road Traffic Act. 

In these traffic rules and regulations, unless it is inconsistent with the context -
2.1 “the Act” means the Road Traffic Act, 1996 (Act No. 93 of 1996), as amended;

2.2 “bicycle” means any ordinary bicycle (two-wheeled vehicle), and includes any cycle or cart that is propelled by stepping on the pedals;

2.3 “driver” means – 

(1) anyone who drives or tries to drive a vehicle or rides or tries to ride a bicycle or motorcycle; or

(2) 
the person who has at that point in time physical control over the vehicle even if some one else is the owner of that vehicle;
2.4
“emergency vehicle” means any vehicle belonging to the University that is used for the purpose of fire-fighting, security or traffic control, or any private vehicle used as such;
2.5
“footpath” or “trail” means a road for the exclusive use of pedestrians, that is, a road that no vehicle may use;

2.6
“guest(s)” means any person or group of persons visiting the University by special invitation to whom the right to park on University grounds has been granted, and who is treated in the same manner as visitors;

2.7
“lane” means a longitudinal road division that is wide enough to carry a single row of vehicles;

2.8
“motorcycle” means any motorised vehicle with two wheels, as well as any such vehicle with a sidecar attached to it, and includes any motorised three-wheeler, motorised four-wheeler, moped or motor scooter;

2.9
“motor vehicle” means any self-driven vehicle or any trailer or vehicle with pedals or with an engine that forms an integral part of it or is attached to it, which is designed or fixed to be propelled either by means of the pedals or by means of such engine or both;

2.10
“officer” or “traffic officer” means anyone in the service of the Safety and Security Department of University of Venda who has been appointed by the Management of the University to supervise, regulate and control all traffic on the grounds of the University, and to enforce all traffic rules imposed by Management;

2.11
“official vehicle” means any vehicle that belongs to the University;

2.12
“owner”, with regard to a motor vehicle, motorcycle or bicycle, means the person who has the use and enjoyment of such vehicle, in terms of the common law or a contractual agreement with the titleholder of such vehicle;

2.13
“park” means to let a vehicle with or without occupants stop for a longer period of time than is reasonably needed to load or unload persons or goods;

2.14
“parking token” or “parking disk” means a token issued to any staff member, student or visitor to whom the right to park at the University as been granted (either in a specific parking space or in general);

2.15
“parking area” means any area that has been fixed up exclusively for the parking of motor vehicles, motorcycles, mopeds or motor scooters, as indicated by an appropriate notice board;

2.16
“sidewalk” means that part of the roadside that is meant to be used exclusively by pedestrians;

2.17.1 “pedestrian crossing” means that part of the road which is indicated by the appropriate road traffic signs and traffic markings as a pedestrian crossing.

2.18
“road” means any gravel road or tarred street on University grounds that is normally used by motor vehicles, or such road or street in any area that has been fixed up exclusively for the parking of motor vehicles;

2.19
“roadside” means that portion of the road, street or throughway that does not form part of the roadway;
2.20
“road traffic sign” means any regulatory sign, danger warning sign, information sign, roadway traffic line or marking that may be used in the Republic of South Africa in terms of the Act, but the Management of the University is allowed to lay down its own measurements, distances and heights for the erection of traffic signs and the painting of roadway traffic lines and markings;

 2.21
“roadway” means that part of a road, street or throughway that is meant for or has been improved or built for vehicle traffic, and which includes the road shoulders;

2.22
“roadworthy” means when the service brakes, driving mechanism, warning system, exhaust system, direction indicators, head lamps, rear lamps and stoplights of a motor vehicle are in a good working condition, as laid down in the Act;

2.23 “skates” means any type of roller skates, rollerblades, skateboards or motorised skateboards;

2.24 “the University” means University of Venda;

2.25 “visitor” means anyone that finds himself or herself on the grounds of the University who is not a staff member or part-time staff member of the University nor a student or part-time student of the University;

2.26 “visitor’s permit” means a token for the right to park on University grounds, which is issued to anyone who is not a staff member or student, and who visits the University regularly or on occasion, and whose intended visit has been reported either by himself or herself or by the staff member who invited him or her;
2.27 “vehicle” means any light or heavy motor vehicle, such as a motorcar, bus or lorry, or any motorcycle, bicycle or any other vehicle, as defined in the Act.
3. RULES


3.1
The following persons may apply for the privilege to use their motor vehicles on the grounds of the University:

3.1.1
any staff member of the University,

3.1.2
registered students of the University and

3.1.3
anyone else to whom, in the opinion of Management, parking privileges should be issued

3.2
A staff member or student of the University who, at any time, wishes to use a motor vehicle or motorcycle or any other vehicle (as defined in Section 2 herein and in the Act) on any parking area or road or street of the University (regardless for how long), must register the vehicle concerned at the Safety and Security Department of the University.

3.3
On registration of a motor vehicle, a parking token is issued which must be fixed to the inside (lower right) corner of the windscreen of the registered vehicle. On motorcycles, the token is fixed in the same manner as the licence token.

3.4
A parking token authorises the driver of the vehicle concerned to use the roads, streets and parking areas of the University, as specified on the token. Tokens will be valid on all campuses.

3.5
Staff and students must register or re-register their vehicles every year on or before 15 February at the Safety and Security Department;

3.6
All regulatory signs, danger warning signs, information signs, roadway traffic lines or markings that may be used in the Republic of South Africa in terms of the Act may be used on University grounds, but the Management of the University may lay down its own measurements, distances and heights for the erection of traffic signs and the painting of roadway traffic lines and markings.

3.7
The roads, streets and parking areas of the University are private property and persons who use or enter them, do so at their own risk. Therefore, the Institution does not assume any liability for damage or fire damage to or the loss of any vehicle on University grounds.

3.8
Any person who enters the Institution grounds as a regular or sporadic visitor (except in the case of bona fide visitors to residences) must report to Campus Safety and Security Department or Traffic Control (or the person who invited him or her may report the visit), and a visitor’s permit shall be issued which will grant the visitor the right to park his or her vehicle on the grounds.

3.9
When a guest or group of guests visits the University, by invitation for a function, meeting, short course etc, the staff member or members who is or are responsible for the invitation should make arrangements with the Safety and Security Department, at least 48 hours before the visit, about the issuing of visitor’s permits, with the aim to reserve parking spaces.

3.10
In all cases where a guest or group of guests is invited, the staff member or department concerned should make his/her own arrangements to ensure that the guests’ parking permits, as issued by the Safety and Security Department, reach their guests in time.

3.11
No one may break, remove or move through or past any equipment, such as booms, fencing-off ribbons, traffic cones, or any other equipment for marking off a parking area or any other area, for the purpose of driving his or her vehicle into such area or of parking there, without the consent of an authorised Traffic Control officer.

3.12
Parking tokens (parking disks)
3.12.1
No one except an authorized Traffic Control official or a Campus Safety and Security Department official may issue or sell parking tokens.

3.12.2
No one except the authorized official at the Directorate of Logistical Services may allocate or hire out any parking space or parking area to anyone.

3.12.3
Parking tokens are not transferable. Students may get their tokens from the Traffic Control Office or Safety and Security Department Office. Staff may get their tokens from an authorized Logistical Services official as designated.

3.12.4
When a parking token becomes damaged or worn out from use, or if it should be redesigned, or if the holder is going to use a different vehicle in future, the token must be handed in with a new application at the relevant administrative office per campus, as will be indicated annually by means of an official circular letter.   

3.12.5 A Traffic Control official may expect the owner or driver of a motor vehicle who applies for the right to park on University grounds, to produce proof of the vehicle’s roadworthiness before issuing a parking token to the owner of the vehicle.


3.12.6
Parking tokens may be issued to visitors and guests. 


3.12.7
If the vehicle is sold or exchanged or falls in disuse, the owner of the vehicle must remove the parking token from the vehicle and apply for a new permit.
 

3.12.8
No person may register the vehicle of another person unless merit indicates differently.

3.11.9
No one may give false information about himself or herself or about his or her vehicle.

3.11.10No one may change or damage a parking token in such a manner that it will enable him or her to gain access, without the necessary authorisation, to any other parking space than the one allotted to him or her.

3.11.11No one may affix a parking permit to any other vehicle than the vehicle registered for the allotted parking space .

3.11.12Owners who neglect to affix the required parking token to their vehicles shall be liable for a penalty for non-compliance to the traffic rules.


3.12
Penalty clauses
3.12.1
Anyone who contravenes the aforementioned rules is exposing himself or herself to a penalty, and can be fined to an amount determined by the Management of the University. These amounts will be published in the Official Tarif list.

3.12.2 Disciplinary guidelines with regard to offenders:

3.12.2.1
If the offender is a student:  “Prohibited from driving a vehicle on campus for a period of one year, or suspension of studies, or community service with Safety and Security Department for such period as may be determined by the disciplinary committee”, or any other suitable punishment as approved by the disciplinary committee.

3.12.2.2
If the offender is a staff member: “Final written Warning”, or any other suitable punishment as approved by the disciplinary committee.
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
